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Northeastern University’s Boston Housing Authority (BHA) Scholarship Program Information
Academic Year 2010-2011

l. BHA residents who are graduating high school seniors or transfer students are eligible to receive a scholarship for full
time undergraduate studies for the length of their academic program.

Il. Residents who are high school seniors must complete the application process by submitting the Common Application
(www.commonapp.org), two letters of recommendation, a verification letter from Rachel Goodman, BHA Director of Community
Services, as well as a high school transcript and standardized test scores (SAT or ACT). If English is the second language, students
must take the Test of English as a Foreign Language exam (TOEFL).

Residents who are transfer students must complete the application process by submitting the Common Application, one letter of
recommendation, college official report, verification letter from Rachel Goodman, BHA Director of Community Services, and all official
college transcript(s).
NOTE: Applying for this scholarship, students agree to the BHA'’s verification of their residence in a BHA Development.
Application Deadlines
Freshman: Early Action November 1st; Regular Decision January 15t Transfer: May 1st

. The application and all supporting documents must be received in order to make an admission decision. High school
early action applicants will receive a decision by December 31st; regular decision applicants no later than April 1. Transfer applicants
receive decisions on a rolling basis.

V. High school residents should file the FAFSA and CSS PROFILE by February 15th to be considered for financial aid. Transfer
student should file by May 1st.

V. Residents who are offered admissions and have the verification letter will be awarded the scholarship on a first-come first-
serve basis. There is limited number of scholarships awarded each year. The BHA scholarship is reflected in the financial aid award
letter.

VI. The BHA scholarship is tuition only. It does not cover room and board, books or student fees.
VII. All admitted students who wish to enroll must pay $200 tuition deposit by the date indicated in their enroliment information.
VIII. BHA residents currently enrolled at Northeastern full-time without the scholarship, and who would like to be considered for the

scholarship, must petition Jill DeTeso, Assistant Director, Student Financial Services (617. 373.3190). In order to petition, the student
must obtain and present a residency verification letter from BHA. This must be completed during the first year of attendance. The
scholarship will not be awarded retroactively.
